Rural Health Innovation Collaborative Secures Feasibility Study

(Terre Haute, Ind.)®A grant from Duke Energy Foundation and matching state funds will enable the
Rural Health Innovation Collaborative (RHIC) to assess the feasibility of a rural healthcare and life
science-oriented business incubator and accelerator.

The RHIC was formally established in 2008 to address the challenge of healthcare provider shortages,
particularly in rural areas. Building on a nationally-recognized record of success, Union Hospital and its

Richard G. Lugar Center for Rural Health joined with the Indiana University School of Medicine at Terre
Haute, Indiana State University, lvy Tech Community College Wabash Valley Region, the Terre Haute
Economic Development Corp. and the City of Terre Haute to jointly develop the RHIC initiative. The
collaborative seeks to address workforce needs, neighborhood revitalization and economic development,
including physical infrastructure, business expansion and attraction, and the increase of rural health care
services, training, and research.

To achieve these goals, the RHIC will work to attract a wide spectrum of life science and health care
companies and start-ups, with a particular focus on those that are developing products and services
needed to support the decentralized health care system emerging in rural communities.

The study will assess the feasibility of building or acquiring a facility to house and support the
development of new ventures.

fiA business incubator and accelerator associated with the RHIC has great potential to provide the region
with much-needed job creation, economic diversity and a vehicle for technology transfer,0 said Richard
fiBiffd Williams, dean of Indiana Stateis College of Nursing, Health, and Human Services and chair of the
RHIC Facilities Committee.

The study will cost $26,300. The Indiana Economic Development Corp. will match 50 percent of the cost
with the grant from the Duke Energy Foundationis Community Partnership Program providing $10,000.
The remaining $3,150 will be shared between Union Hospital, the Terre Haute Economic Development
Corp. and the ISU Foundation. ISUis Center for Business Support and Economic Innovation will act as
lead agent for the study with center Director Christopher Pfaff as its coordinator. Thomas P. Miller and
Associates of Indianapolis has been selected to conduct the study. Miller and Associates is a full-service
economic and workforce development consulting agency with extensive funding research and proposal
development experience.

College of Nursing, Health, and Human Services to Offer Doctoral Degrees
in Nursing Practice and Physical Therapy

Indiana State University's College of Nursing, Health, and Human Services is further expanding its
curriculum to offer doctoral degrees in nursing practice and physical therapy.

A vote Friday from the Indiana Commission for Higher Education approved the two new degree programs
only one month after ISU received the Commission's support for a Master of Science degree in physician
assistant studies.

ISU College of Nursing, Health, and Human Services Dean Richard "Biff" Williams said the new programs
will help ISU meet its mission of being engaged in the community.

"It's exciting for ISU, the college and our faculty that have worked really hard. I'm excited for the
community because there is a shortage of healthcare professionals in these areas," Williams said.
"Things are really happening at Indiana State, and I'm thrilled."

The Doctor of Nursing Practice degree is designed for students who have already earned a Master of
Science in nursing. It is a practice-focused professional doctorate degree that will require students to earn
39 credit hours and complete 500 clinical hours of study. ISU will admit as many as 10 full-time and 10
part-time students to the program for the Fall 2010 semester. One faculty member will be added to the
nursing faculty to serve as the program director.

ISU is one of two public institutions that will now offer the Doctor of Physical Therapy degree. It is a nine-
semester, 102 credit-hour program geared toward the post-baccalaureate student who desires a
professional career as a physical therapist. As many as 30 students will be admitted for the May 2011
summer session. The college will hire a program director, a clinical coordinator and two faculty members
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in conjunction with the new program.
Williams said the university began working three years ago to bring about these curriculum changes.

A taskforce commissioned by ISU Provost C. Jack Maynard first began looking at the curriculum of the
college in September 2006 to develop a strategic plan for a comprehensive college of health-related
professions.

Maynard said Williams' commitment to bringing about these changes speaks well of him and the College.

"From day one, Dean Williams and his faculty were challenged to bring new programs forward that would
support the needs of the state, especially rural Indiana, while bringing new students to our campus,"
Maynard said. "They accomplished this task in one of the shortest periods | have ever experienced."

The support from area health professionals and the Indiana Commission for Higher Education is also
encouraging, Maynard said, and points to a promising future for ISU.

"The rewards are coming," he said. "New programs, new faculty, new students, a great sense of pride in
what they have accomplished. Everyone, on and off-campus, will benefit from the impact of these
programs, faculty, and students."

Participants will learn how to respond to a community wide emergency as well as how to apply the ICS guidance to
planning an event, e.g. health fair, fund raiser, or community influenza clinic. There will be three offerings in April. (This
course is also available online at the FEMA website.)

With no tax increases, session considered a victory

In our administration, we donit like to take a year off from reform, but sometimes just escaping harm is
a victory.

At 1 a.m. Saturday morning, nearly 48 hours before legislators were required to finish their work, the
2010 legislative session came to a close. Our goal to protect Hoosiers from harm - including
preventing tax increases T was achieved.

Our biggest win this year was the passage of property tax
cap legislation. Legislators from both houses quickly gave
their approval to allow voters to decide in November
whether or not to amend the statefs constitution to
permanently cap property taxes at 1 percent for their
homes) assessed value, 2 percent for farm property and 3
percent for businesses. We know this has saved
Hoosiers almost a billion dollars, and now we have an
opportunity to prevent future legislatures from increasing
taxes on a whim.

And Indiana schools were given more flexibility with their budget. They will soon be able to move their
funds around, so that more money can go to the classroom.

While nearly all 50
states are struggling with deficits in their Ul funds, Indiana businesses were granted relief, protecting
many Hoosier jobs.
